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In 2019, there were 9,905 actively licensed medication aides 
(MAs) providing care in Texas.

� This number represented a 1.1% decrease since 2014 and 
a 2.4% decrease since 2009.

� Relative to population growth, the size of the MA 
workforce has declined by 20.2% over the past 10 years.

� There was a 70.7% difference between the number of 
MAs in metropolitan and non-metropolitan areas even 
after controlling for population differences.

� Between border and non-border areas, the percent 
difference was 68.9%.
