In 2019, there were 1,259 actively licensed Sanitarians (SANs) 
in Texas.

�� This number represented a 13.3% increase since 2014 and 
a 26.7% increase since 2009.

�� Relative to population growth, the size of the SAN 
workforce has improved by 7.3% over the past 10 years.
