as necessary for use by directors of public health regions and | ocal heal th departnents when hel p-
ful for |local disease control activitles.

The norbidity data set for the ten-year period, 1966 1975, as It exists on conputer tape, iS now
being re-examned in order to prepare fromit a "public use" version fromwhich all personal
identifying informationis renoved. Wen this ten-year data set is available, it will provide
valid material for conparison with 1976 data.

Cal endar year 1977 will be a 'transitional' year for norbidity reporting because many changes in
the norbidity information system are schedul ed to take place. Estimates of conparability ratios
will be provided |ater to enabl e conpari sons between data obtai ned before and after these changes.
