Dr.       further avers that, at this time, the only possible treatment alternative that will protect the health of the proposed patient and the public is involuntary treatment for a period not to exceed twelve months through either home commitment (direct observed therapy) or commitment to an appropriate facility, based on the fact that the proposed patient cannot or will not take care of  FORMDROPDOWN 
, has failed and refused to be treated for  FORMDROPDOWN 
 tuberculosis, and, consequently, will spread the tuberculosis to the public. 

Also attached as EXHIBIT B to this Application and incorporated herein for all purposes is the Health Authority’s Medical Order.

WHEREFORE PREMISES CONSIDERED,      , M.D., Health Authority for       County, Texas, requests this Court to enter an Order for the Extended Management of a Person With a Communicable Disease under Tex. Health & Safety Code Ann. §§ 81.151 et seq, requiring that the proposed patient receive inpatient involuntary treatment for a period not to exceed twelve months through home commitment (direct observed therapy) and/or confinement at an appropriate facility, and for such other relief as the State shows itself entitled.
