Pursuant to the 2024-2025 General Appropriations Act, H.B.1, 88th Texas Legislature,
Regular Session, 2023 (Department of State Health Services Rider 10(b), Other
Reporting Requirements), Texas Department of State Health Services (DSHS) has
reviewed fees for Fiscal Year 2024.

This manual compiles basic information about fee programs administered by DSHS
during FY 2024. Amounts in this report are based on FY 2024/Appropriation Year 2024
for the period of September 1, 2023 through August 31, 2024. Information contained
in this manual includes date of origin, statutory authority, a brief description of each
fee, revenue history and deposit coding information.

Description:

Fees related to licensing of persons engaged in asbestos abatement or any asbestos-
related activity. This includes licensing fees, exam fees and notification fees. Fees may
only be used for the purposes of asbestos health protection. Not more than 25% may be
used for administration and the remainder shall be used for additional enforcement
personnel necessary to investigate compliance.
